The European Central
Bank is seeking to appoint a house printer to undertake the printing of its monthly
bulletin, annual report, other official publications, general business stationery and such
general information brochures as may be compatible with the resources of the selected
printer. The monthly bulletin (English version) comprises 13 000 copies of 156 A4
pages and the annual report, which is published in 11 EU languages, totals 100 000
copies of 220 pages. The majority of the publications require page layout and setting by
the printer, who will also be required to set layouts and return pdf files short economic
papers, which may be printed digitally at the ECB. The value of the contract is
estimated to be 10 000 000 EUR-15 000 000 EUR over 5 years, of this, printed
stationery is no more than 5%.
